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2009 ANNUAL REPORT 
 
 

The year 2009 marked the 17th year of the partnership between the Feed the Hungry, Inc. 
(FtH) and the Commission on Filipinos Overseas (CFO), through the Lingkod sa Kapwa 
Pilipino Program (LINKAPIL), to bring development assistance to various beneficiaries across 
the Philippines. 
 
This year, the FtH brought in some PhP8,513,820.58 worth of assistance to 19 provinces 
including Metro Manila. The FtH assistance accounted for 15.17% of the total development 
assistance received by the CFO through the LINKAPIL in 2009.  As of 2009, only two more 
provinces out of the total of 79 remain to be covered by the FtH. These provinces include 
Zamboanga Sibugay and Basilan.   
 
The FtH development assistance was focused on six key sectors including supplemental 
feeding, gift-giving, calamity relief, education and scholarship, classroom building, and 
livelihood. 
 
Most notable is that 58.48% of the total amount of assistance is accounted for by small scale 
infrastructure projects like classrooms and water well and housing building and another 9.98% 
is accounted for by livelihood projects. Projects in both sectors are high impact and long-term 
effect projects. 
 
Feeding and Nutrition 
 
The Feeding and Nutrition Program is a modular program aimed at restoring first to third 
degree malnourished children to a healthy state.  The priority of the program is children seven 
years old and below, selected from depressed communities with the help of the local Social 
Welfare Development Officer (SWDO) and the program partner. 
  
The Program consists of standard medical check-up, de-worming, daily supplemental meal for 
three to six months, and parents’ training on proper nutrition, child care and family planning.  
 
In 2009, the Feeding and Nutrition Program accounted for 5.18% of the assistance provided by 
FtH.  FtH released PhP 441,300.00 to fund five modules of supplemental feeding in Calabanga, 
Camarines Sur, Mountain Province, and Davao Oriental for 220 beneficiaries.  The Program 
was implemented through the Kabisig ng Kalahi Foundation, Inc., a non-government 
organization, and the Family Life Apostolate, a church-based organization.  Help was provided 
by multi-national Mead Johnson through provision of at least 117 kilos of milk per feeding 
module.

Gift-Giving  

 
The Gift-Giving Project of the FtH is a traditional charity activity aimed at providing 
temporary relief from absence or shortage of basic needs and supplies, as well as to promote 
community hygiene and health, and other development-related objectives.  The Project suits 
donors and volunteers who desire to help and are in the Philippines for only a short period of 
time and personally interact with underserved communities. 
 
In 2009, FtH spent a total of PhP510,482.19 to fund seven (7) gift-giving projects in 
Parañaque, Iloilo, Batangas, Pangasinan, Ilocos Sur, and Rizal for 650 indigent children, 50 
elderlies, and 890 families. Beneficiaries were given gift bags containing food, food 
supplements, medicine, and toiletries.  Toys and school supplies were added up to the bags for 
children. 
 
The gift-giving projects were led by FtH Program Manager for Gift-Giving Projects, Ms. 
Gloria Caoile and FtH Board Chair, Ms. Lottie Buhain.  The projects were implemented in 
cooperation with various partners including Ms. Rosemarie Cheung, Mr. & Mrs. Ador and 
Nanette Carreon, Ambassador Alberto del Rosario and Mrs. Gretchen del Rosario, Dr.

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Calamity Relief and Medical Emergency 
 

When Typhoons Ondoy and Pepeng hit Metro Manila and part of Northern Luzon in 
September 2009, the National Disaster Coordinating Council reported 4,846,417 million 
people affected across 26 provinces, 464 people killed, 529 injured, 37 missing, 16,233 
families or 72,575 persons displaced and some 158,545 houses damaged and 27,809 totally 
destroyed. Initial assessment of property and infrastructures damage caused by said typhoons 
was at PhP11.060 billion. 
 
The FtH was the first to respond to the call for assistance from the Filipino communities 
abroad. It donated PhP1,483,028.80 in relief supplies to 4,239 families affected by the last 
quarter typhoons. This donation came from various Filipino Americans all over the United 
States, which include among others, KONA Visayan Club in Hawaii, Philippine Association of 
Metropolitan Washington Engineers, Philippine American Foundation for Charities, 
Covington, World Bank Community Connections, IMF Helping Hands, WBIFA in , SunTrust 
Bank, La Salle Alumni Association, Ateneo Alumni Association, and University of the 
Philippines Alumni Association.  

 
The areas covered were Marikina, Tunasan & Putatan, Muntinlupa, Pila & Bae, Laguna, 
Binangonan, Cardona, Montalban, San Mateo & Janosa, Rizal, and Botolan, Zambales. The 
relief supplies included plastic tubs, rice, canned goods, sugar, coffee, biscuits, instant noodles, 
bihon, canton, distilled water and multi-vitamins. 
 
The relief missions were primarily manned by volunteers from the CFO. Ms. Bing Branigin 
represented the FtH in a number of relief missions.  The transportation requirements of the 
missions were alternately provided by the Golden City, CFO, FtH and National Disaster 
Coordinating Council (NDCC).  Local coordination in mission areas was done by the CFO in 
coordination with the Municipal Social Welfare Offices and the LGUs.

Infrastructure - Classroom Project 
 
The Classroom Project is one of the FtH’s long-term effect projects.  The Project is undertaken 
to help relieve classroom shortages in public schools as identified by the Department of 
Education.  Each beneficiary school receives a two-classroom building which uses an upgraded 
plan based on Department of Education minimum requirements. 
  
Each 7m x 7m room is provided with furniture, usually 100 pieces of wooden arm chairs and 
teacher’s table.  Separating the rooms is a foldable partition which can be drawn back to 
convert the rooms into a bigger hall when necessary for meetings. Each room has a toilet with 
ceramic tile finish, wash basin, water closet with flush tanks, soap and tissue holders and 
plumbing connection to the outside source.  The classroom buildings are also pre-installed with 
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electrical outlets for future computers connections and ceiling fans.  The buildings are fully 
installed with lighting fixtures. 
 
Each building is marked with a commemorative plate bearing information including the names 
of the donors, partners and beneficiaries, date of turn-over, and memorials.  
 
 In 2009, the FtH funded the construction of thirteen classrooms. Of these classroom projects, 
three were constructed by the Cebu Institute and Technology Alumni Association (CITAA), 
two (2) by Mr. Domingo Samson and Mr. Nilo Capa, and eight by Engr. Myla Adriano.  Two 
of the classroom projects under Engr. Adriano were actually rehabilitation of classrooms 
projects initially constructed by the People’s Reform Initiative for Social Mobilization 
(PRISM) but were found non-compliant with standards or in breach of the construction 
agreement.

Remarks A payaw is an artificially introduced fish shelter and fish 

aggregating device.  It is composed of natural debris 
suspended through large buoys mid-depth of the coastal 
water and anchored by concrete ballast.  The payaws 
were cast near the shore along the Jintololo Channel 
which is a natural highway for migrating fishes.  It is 
expected that the payaws will eventually create a natural 
diversion of fishes near the coast.   
 
The casting of the payaws is the response of the coastal 
communities to the depletion of fish supply due to illegal 
fishing.  The payaws are meant to provide a regular 
income for marginal fishermen using gill net, hook & 
line, arrow, and hand fishing method.  Today, each payaw 
is shared by 3-5 members and yields 10-20 kg+ fish per 
day.  The yield translates to a daily income of no less than 
PhP300 per fisherman. 
 
The payaws funded by FtH are completely installed and 
now forms part of the 40 existing payaws managed by the 
Baybay Multi-Purpose Cooperative.  Ten (10) more 
payaws are expected to be cast by end of 2010.

Tina and Tamalogon in Makato, Aklan with an 
alternative source of income through the introduction of 
abaca in existing mixed forest cultures.  Abaca, a sturdy 
plant is suited to the natural terrains of the barangay and 
the climate in the area. 
 
A cooperative of abaca farmers was initiated by the 
Rotary Club of Metro Kalibo to provide an organizational 
base for the livelihood project.  At present, the 
cooperative has 45 members.  More will be admitted until 
the target of 150 is reached. 
 
The strategy is for farmers to sell abaca bakbak (raw 
leaves) to the cooperative of which they are members.  
The cooperative will process the bakbak to produce 
fibers, and then the fibers will be sold to manufacturing 
companies.  In effect, the cooperative will replace the 
usual middlemen.  Since the farmers themselves are 
members of the cooperative, the earnings that previously 
went to the middlemen will eventually redound to them 
as dividends.  
 
In the Philippines, abaca fibers are primarily used to 
produce cordage and textile but it is also now introduced 
into currency papers, tea bags, and denim.  A kilo of 
abaca fiber sells between PhP4 to PhP48 per kilo and can 
go to as high as PhP90 in the black market. 
 
It is envisioned that abaca fiber production in Barangay 
Tina will open more opportunities for the beneficiaries in 
terms of income generation.

pineapples.  The leaves of these plants are carefully 
scraped to produce piña fibers of varying degrees.  In 
olden times, the finest of these fibers were woven inside 
mosquito nets to prevent breakage due to gusts of wind.  
The resulting textile, however, is one of good tensile 
strength that it is comparable to silk.  Fashion 
developments in the last quarter of the 20th century 
helped revived the market for piña cloth now widely used 
for formal wear and high fashion.  Piña cloth is now one 
of the most expensive textiles of the country. 
 
In Barangay Calimbajan, Makato, Aklan, residents 
harvest piña leaves which are sold to a first layer of 
middlemen who process these leaves to produce the 
fibers which are sold to another layer of middlemen at 
very low costs.  The proponents of the project saw the 
opportunity of higher income for them if they are trained 
to process and weave the fibers themselves.  Piña textiles 
can sell way higher than fibers and these can be sold 
directly to barong-makers. 
 
The Rotary Club of Metro Kalibo initiated a cooperative 
in the project area to serve as organizational base.  The 
cooperative presently has 80 members.  The target is to 
increase the income of piña farmers by eliminating 
several layers of middlemen and replacing them with 
cooperatives.  At present, the cooperative is focused on 
producing fibers.  The target is to eventually train the 
cooperative members in piña cloth weaving so they can 
sell the textiles directly to barong makers.
