first on the scene to provide immediate relief 
assistance to the calamity victims in  areas worst 
hit by Typhoon Haiyan/Yolanda:  Pastrana, Palo, 
Tanauan, Boroc, Ormoc, Kananga, in Leyte; and 
Barangay Tacup, San Remegio, Santa Fe, 
Bantayan, Mahayahay, Medellin, Madredejos, 
Guiwaon, Kawit, Bantayan, in Cebu. 

So many relief operations were then undertaken 
by local and international agencies in the areas 
devastated by Typhoon Haiyan; yet, weeks and 
even months after the devastation, quite a 
number of remote areas had victims still hoping 
and praying that they get some assistance to 
alleviate their plight.  

Those were the areas FtH focused on in mapping 
out its relief operations destinations. Four of 
such areas were Guian, Eastern Samar; 
Tabontabon and Tanauan, Leyte; and Barangay 
Lacerna in Nabas, Aklan.  About 4,200 area

Reconstruction/Rehabilitation 
With the now well-known resilience of Filipinos, the 
victims of Typhoon IŀƛȅŀƴΩǎ wrath have slowly 
recovered from the tremendous jolt they 
experienced and fixed their efforts on rebuilding 
their lives. 

To expedite the process of identifying the areas in 
most need of assistance, FtH has partnered with 
local organizations and foundations that were just 
as committed to assist the distressed populace. The 
focus was on ascertaining projects to help the 
affected families regain the normalcy of their daily 
lives or at least get to the point of fending for 
themselves with heads of household earning a 
living, children going back to school, and families 
having a permanent roof over their heads. 

In Coron, Northern Palawan, 80-85% of the houses 
in the countryside were heavily damaged if not 
totally destroyed.

The residents 
of the barrios 
of Sta. Monica 
and Guada-
lupe, are sub-
sistence   far- 

mers and fisher folks who received distributed 
land from the land reform program. A lot of the 
bamboo groves and nipa palms were damaged 
and a lot of trees were twisted and uprooted. 
Fallen trees could be used to repair homes and 
boats, but a 15 horsepower diesel engine to 
power a band saw and a plainer jointer   were 
needed  to  process  the   fallen trees so these

As initially reported, 
FtH  was  one  of the

1 pack 80 grams of powdered milk, 3 canned goods, 2 instant noodles, 10 
packs of biscuits, and matches. 

Medicine, care packages and hospital equipment were given to Divine 
Word Hospital in Tacloban, Leyte. Run by the Sisters of the Order of St. 
Benedict, the hospital was the run-to for not only the calamity victims in 
the area but also for those in neighboring  towns.  Doctors,  nurses  and  
staff  who were victims themselves stayed on to help those who were in 
worse conditions.  Backpacks were distributed to children to encourage 
them to go back to classes even under makeshift tents or under the trees. 
Shipment of books and shoes was undertaken to bolster the 
encouragement process.  

Another run-to for calamity victims was Sara Soup Kitchen in Sara, Iloilo, 
and FtH provided funds to sustain its operation. At least 200 children 
were provided sustenance while their parents figured out ways to keep 
the family together . 

In Atipolo, Leyte, FtH set up a feeding program for 200 children,  
provided meals for 400 families, and distributed care packages of food, 
and raincoat and school supplies for children.  The residents of Atipolo 
were so filled with gratitude as FtH was their very first taste of  
assistance since the onslaught of Typhoon Haiyan.   

Most of the calamity areas were still without electricity months after 
the  typhoon  without clear indication on when they will have power  

 
back, so FtH purchased solar-
powered Nokero lamps, 
expected to last for 10 years, and 
were distributed to the calamity 
victims in remote areas, much to 
the delight of the children who 
have been in the dark for too 
long. 

can be converted into 
usable timber. 
Twenty-six men who 
were heads of 
household signed up 
with a list of materials 
they would need to 
repair not only their 
homes but those of 
other families who did 
not have an adult who 
can do repair work. 
FtH provided the 
funds to purchase the 
required equipment 
and nails, hammer 
and other building 
materials to enable 
the men to proceed 
with the task at hand. 

The barrios of Estancia and Carles, Iloilo, have been greatly 
affected by Typhoon Haiyan in that many fishing boats, which 
were sources of livelihood, were capsized, leaving the fishermen 
not only in need of their daily sustenance but unable to do 
anything to support their families. Twenty-one fishermen have 
been vetted by the Commission on Filipinos Overseas (CFO), FtH 
partner in the Philippines, to have lost their means of livelihood 
and in dire need of help.  These fishermen were anxious and eager 
to go back to fishing not only to provide for their families but also 
to contribute part of their earnings to assist other fishermen in 
nearby communities. FtH provided funds for 10 motorized boats.

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Kawit National High School, a public secondary school in Barangay Kawit, 
Medellin, Cebu was gravely affected leaving at least 8 classrooms badly 
damaged and in dire need of repairs before classes can be held thereat. 
FtH provided funds for the cost of the  materials while the {ŎƘƻƻƭΩǎ 
Parents-Teachers Association provided labor towards the restoration of 
the classrooms. 

Three street kids in Manila 
handed a small paper bag to an 
FtH volunteer requesting that it 
be made part of the assistance 
to the calamity victims.  The bag 
contained a kilo of rice, 2 cans of 
sardines, and 3 PhP10 coins 
which, explained the kids, could 
be used to buy bread which 
could just be squashed during 
transit. These kids roam the 
streets under the scorching sun, 
amid danger from chasing dogs, 
cops and bullies, to look for 
scraps and food items to 
support themselves, and yet 
they thought of the calamity 
victims and offered what little 
they had! If only such spirit of 
compassion and generosity were 
shared by those who have even 
a little bit more! 

From the hundreds that called in 
to make a donation to assist the 
victims of Typhoon Haiyan 
during the NBC4 Telethon, about 
30 card donations had to be 
followed up because of entry 
errors.  A donor turned out to be 
a 10-year old girl whose card 
donation did not go through 
because it was a gift card she 
received for her birthday! 

A donation was made by Olivia

who made friendship bracelets 
and donated her profit of 
$15.00.

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The same situation was true for residents of coastal towns like San 
Dionisio, Iloilo; Busuanga, Palawan; Calubian, Leyte; and Tacloban, Leyte.  
FtH provided funds for a total of 38 motorized fishing boats and fishing 
nets for fisher folks to allow them to have a means of livelihood and be 
able to provide for their families.  In most cases, funds were used to 
purchase the materials and the fishermen beneficiaries, in turn, provided 
sweat equity by building the boats themselves. Materials and engine for a 
boat ranged in cost from PhP20,000 to PhP25,000.
